	Children reminded to tidy toys away after play. Reminded to walk indoors – no chasing games.
Adults should ensure that construction equipment is appropriate and safe. This should be checked at the beginning and end of each session. Adults should discuss and assess risk with children regularly. Adults should ensure that they assess risk around supporting /supervising / standing back from activities that demand concentration and risk especially mounting and dismounting equipment. Policy and procedure should be followed for any incident requiring first aid.
Adults should check that the sand is clean and safe at the beginning and end of each session. Adults should ensure that only sterilised play sand to be used and changed when it becomes contaminated. Adults should ensure that the surrounding surface areas are safe from skidding on sand. Adults should supervise children to tidy way split sand with dust pan and brushes.
Adults should ensure that children are wearing or have adjusted their clothing appropriately for water play. Adults should re-fill various tubs / buckets and troughs deep with water daily and before the start of each session. (until further development of the purchase and use of a water butt) Adults should ensure that children should not carry water from inside to outside during the session in order to avoid hazards and slips. Adults should encourage children to explore flowing water in the environment and should discourage them from touching anybody else with the water. In the event of wet clothing adults should encourage children to get dry and clean, changing into their own spare clothes which should be kept in their school bag. (Until further development of the purchase of a clothes dryer). Adults should discuss how water changes the learning environment and surface areas and assess risk together
Safety discussions with children – how to carry scissors carefully, not to run with them, not to leave them on the floor etc. Area kept cleaned and spills mopped immediately. First Aid box checked regularly and correct recording of incidents. First aider in EYFS at all times.

Teach children to take responsibility and alert adults of any breakages/risk taking/how to use items safely/ no running indoors/ tidy up/ no climbing/ don’t put things in mouth.
Staff to stay within ratio to ensure correct supervision with equipment. Regular tidying/ cleaning of the floor and access to hoover in cleaner’s cupboard. Correct and safe disposal of broken items.

Ensure all children are aware of/ follow/ are regularly updated on rules of indoor environment (Alerting adults of any breakages/risk taking/how to use items safely/ no running indoors/ tidy up/ no climbing) Staff to stay within ratio to ensure correct supervision with equipment. Regular tidying/ cleaning of the floor and access to hoover in cleaner’s cupboard. Correct and safe disposal of broken items. Children all wear shoes when walking around the school site/ outdoor area – correct footwear for mud also available. All children to wear socks).

First Aider always available.

Follow individual risk assessment of children with allergies. No nuts within school.
Check all safe and in good condition.

Children encouraged to return them to the correct box when finished. Children aware of safety rules of not putting things in their mouths. Adult to ensure safe lifting, children encouraged to check they are safe.
First Aid box checked regularly and correct recording of incidents. First aider in EYFS at all times.
Qualified First Aider in Foundation Stage at all times.

As a minimum:

One adult to supervise back grass area.

One adult to supervise decking area.

Two adults indoors.

Children encouraged to follow school rules and begin to take responsibility for own actions and safety.
